The parties hereby agree as follows:

Article 1.0 Subject

With regard to the provisions of Council Decision 819/95/EC of the 14th of March 1995 establishing the SOCRATES programme and Decision No 253/2000/EC establishing the second phase of the Community action programme in the field of education "Socrates" [Official Journal L 069 of 13.03.2003] as amended by Decision No 451/2003/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 February 2003, the Contractor and the Partner undertake to carry out the programme of the work which is the subject of the present Agreement, within the framework of Agreement No. 128825-CP-1-2006-UK-Comenius-C21 signed between the Contractor and the European Commission and concerning the pilot project titled 

Teacher Induction: Supporting the Supporters of Novice Teachers in Europe, TISSNTE

The total cost of this project for the contractual period covered by Agreement No. 128825-CP-1-2006-UK-Comenius-C21 is estimated at €445,533 (inclusive of all possible taxes). The Community contribution shall not exceed €297,004 or 66.6 % of the total cost of the project. In the event that the actual eligible expenses shall be lower than the above sum, the Community contribution shall be restricted to 75 % of the eligible expenses.

Under no circumstances may the financial aid provided result in a profit.

The present Agreement governs the relations between the parties and their respective rights and obligations with respect to their involvement in the project.

The subject of the present Agreement and the associated programme of work are detailed in the Contract and Annexes, which form an integral part of the Agreement and which each party declares to have read and approved.

Article 2.0 Duration
The present Contract shall come into force when it has been signed by both the Contractor and the Partner respectively but shall have a retrospective effect dated from the 1st of October 2006, and shall cover a period until the 30th of September 2009.
Article 3.0 Obligations of the Contractor

The Contractor undertakes to:

· Make the necessary arrangements for the preparation, execution and smooth running of the programme of work which is the subject of the present Agreement, with a view to achieving the objectives of the pilot project as described in the Agreement signed between the European Commission and the Contractor.

· Provide the Partner with copies of the official documents pertaining to the pilot project, such as Agreement between the Contractor and the European Commission and the various reports.

· Inform the Partner of any change made in Agreement No. 128825-CP-1-2006-UK-Comenius-C21 

Article 4.0 Obligations of the Partner

The partner organisation undertakes to:

· Make the necessary arrangements for the preparation, execution and smooth running of the programme of work which is the subject of this present Agreement, with a view to achieving the objectives of the pilot project as described in the Agreement signed between the European Commission and the Contractor.

· Comply with all the provisions of the general agreement between the Contractor and the Commission.

· Provide the Contractor with any information or documents it may require and which are necessary for the administration of the project.
· The Partner shall carry out the work allocated in such a way that no act, or omission, in relation thereto shall constitute, cause, or contribute to any breach or non-compliance by the Contractor, or by any Partner or sub-contractor, of any of their respective obligations under the Contract No 128825-CP-1-2006-UK-Comenius-C21 

· The Partner shall keep a record of any expenditure incurred under the Project and all proofs and related documentation for a period of five years from the end of the Project.

· All invoices and claims for monies must be dated and certified as true by the Finance Office of the Partner. The coordinator hereby reserves the right to reject any claim for expenditure which cannot be justified in accordance with the Rules for Eligible Expenditure contained in The Administrative and Financial Handbook.

· The Partner hereby agrees to provide the Contractor with declarations of real and total expenditure for work undertaken during the periods described in the Workplan attached to the Contract, separating out expenditures paid out by the Partner and expenditure committed by the Partner from their own resources but not paid out.

Article 5.0 Reports and deadlines
The Partner hereby agrees:

· To provide the Contractor with reports on the course of development of the Project activities undertaken by the Partner in order that the Coordinator may meet his contractual obligations in delivering a report in accordance with the Contractual Timetable laid out in Annex III of the Contract.

· The Partner shall provide the Contractor with the documents necessary for the preparation of the Progress Report (due date 1st of January 2008) no later than the 1st of November 2007. 

· The Partner shall provide the Contractor with the documents necessary for the final report (due date 15th of January 2010) no later than the 30th of October 2009.  

Article 6.0 Funding 
The total budget of staff costs, given in Annex I The Financial Summary Table, to be incurred by the Partner during the period covered by this Agreement is estimated at €xxxx and hereby agrees to provide yy days work to the Project. Travel and subsistence will be funded upon declaration of true costs up to the limits imposed and according to the EU criteria. 
Article 7.0 Co-financing

Article 8.0 Further Agreement

It is hereby further agreed that, in order to balance the direct and other costs, the Partner will further provide a minimum of 4 supernumerary, non-contractual days over the life of the Project.
Article 9.0 Payments

The Contractor undertakes to make the payments pertaining to the subject of this Agreement to the Partner as follows:

· A reimbursement of the portion of the expenses eligible for reimbursement within twenty five (25) working days of receipt of the required documentation. 
· All invoices and claims for monies must be dated and certified as true by the Finance Office of the Partner, and the Partner hereby agrees to submit the required documentation and supporting evidence within 20 days of an event, meeting or occurrence.

Article 10.0 Bank Account

Article 11.0 Property Rights

Subject to the constraints imposed by national legislation, the deliverables of the Project, patents, copyrights and Intellectual Property Rights, as well as reports and other documentation resulting from the present Agreement, shall be the property of the Contractor and all of the Partners of the Project, apportioned between the Contractor and each Partner pro rata to their shares of the total of all the financial institutional contributions made by the Contractor and the Partners together. 

Article 12.0 Liability

Each of the contracting parties discharges the other of any civil liability for any damages itself or its staff may incur as a result of the performance of this Agreement, insofar as such damages are not due to a serious and intentional fault on the part of the Commission, The Socrates and Youth Technical Assistance Office, the Contractor or their staff.

Article 13.0 Termination of the Agreement

In the event that the Partner fails to perform any obligations under the present Agreement or the Contract and does not remedy such failure within 30 days after having received a notice in writing from the Contractor specifying the failure and requiring such remedy, then without prejudice to any other rights or remedies, the Contractor shall be entitled to terminate the present Agreement forthwith, without the application of any juridical procedures, by notice in writing to the Partner.

Article 14.0 Jurisdiction

If there is a dispute or difference between the parties arising out of or in connection with the present Agreement or out of activities undertaken under the present Agreement, including disputes regarding quality, the parties shall first endeavour to settle it amicably. Provided that a dispute cannot be settled amicably, the arbitration of the dispute between the Contractor and the Partner in connection with the present Agreement shall be conducted through arbitration in accordance with the laws of England. Any such arbitration shall take place in Liverpool. This Agreement is governed by the laws of England and the United Kingdom.
Article 15.0 Amendments and Addenda to the Agreement

Amendments to this Agreement may be made solely by means of an additional clause signed for each party by the signatories of the present Agreement.
