After three years of developing and testing, we are producing the materials for the project ‘To-Gather’ in 2008-2009 such as:

1. five learning routes for four age-groups and their teacher

2. the book ‘Europe makes sense’ with 13 co-writers (for example Howard Gardner)
3. the website ‘To-Gather’ with the group ‘Poper’ in Ljubljana

4. the educational game ‘The European House’ with 12 students and 3 tutors

5. the music-cd ‘Sound for Europe’ with Studio 9 of Jan Doddema   

6. the course ‘Active citizenship’ for teachers who want to work with the project

Last but not least we are designing the international minor ‘Your identity in Europe’ (7).
We would like to ask you to inform your students about the pilot-minor and to stimulate them to come to Groningen to follow the minor. The most important aim of the project is to share the experience and the products and to gather with young people from 3 till 25 years and teachers from all over Europe. The minor will be an educational happening with a lot of sense openers, knowledge, problem-solvers, activities, creativity, communication and good work. The students will experience the project ‘To-Gather’ themselves and work on their active citizenship, their own identity in Europe. Students from teacher training institution learn to design a learning route for children about active citizenship and the other students focus on reality. 
The minor lasts one semester and will take place at the School of Education, Hanze University, Zernikeplein 9 in Groningen. The pilot minor is organised from February till July 2009. The minor is given by teachers and students that are involved in the project ‘To-Gather’. 
In the pilot-minor will start on February 1 2009 and students are free to work for 15 or 30 credits and to follow the minor flexibly. For example a student may follow the minor from February till April for 15 credits.

There’s no fee and students have to pay themselves the costs for travel, accommodation and living.  
Furthermore I would like to ask you to arrange that one to three students will come to Groningen for the international minor from September 2009 till February 2010. 
(30 ect’s inclusive a fee).
