Promoting Learning and Well-Being of Students and Teachers is an interdisciplinary conference organized by Finnish Institute for Educational Research and Department of Sport Sciences, University of Jyväskylä. The conference is held in collaboration with the international network NQT-COME http://ktl.jyu.fi/ktl/nqtne which organizes a series of seven seminars and workshops which will be circulated in the five participant counties: Denmark, Estonia, Finland, Norway and Sweden. 
 
The keynote presentations will be given by Professor Marion Jones from Liverpool John Moores University, UK, and Professor Roger P. Weissberg from the University of Illinois at Chicago, USA. The conference program includes also an international symposium on supporting newly qualified teachers.
 
Teachers, researchers and other representatives of schools, teacher education and higher education institutions are warmly welcome to participate. We invite proposals for papers that address the broad theme of the conference: promoting learning as well as well-being in schools.
We particularly welcome papers which explore the issues concerning teacher education as a life long continuum. Also the issues of interaction between students, teachers and parents are welcome. 
Academic papers and development projects are invited to be presented at the parallel conference paper sessions. Submission information includes topic, abstract and an introduction on presenter, maximum of 200 words.
Submitted proposals will undergo a double blind peer review process .
